Chanticleer Gardens, formerly the Rosengarten estate, is a stunning stroll garden just outside of
Philadelphia. The gardens merge natural textures, colors, and forms with artistically constructed

elements and sculptures. The gardens and property include a Teacup Garden, Terraces, Tennis

Court, Ruin, Gravel Garden, Pond Garden, Asian Woods, and Bell’s Woodland.
After our tour, we depart Chanticleer Gardens and stop en route for lunch at Cedars House.

MORRIS ARBORETUM

This afternoon we enjoy a tour of Morris Arboretum at the University of Pennsylvania.

Morris Arboretum showcases over 12,000 plants, features a dynamic horticultural center, a

model railway system, and is home to the only freestanding Victorian fernery in North America.
After our tour we return to the hotel for leisure time before dinner.
